The Spring 2005 Yale School of Forestry and Environmental Studies Survey on 
American Attitudes on the Environment reveals an overwhelming public desire for a 
new direction for United States energy policy.   
 
The State of the Environment:  More than half of Americans believe the country’s 
environment is getting worse, not better 
                
?? A majority (52%) of Americans believe the environment in the United States is 

getting worse.  Just 15% think it is getting better. 
– Women are more downbeat about the direction of the environment (56% getting 

worse, 12% getting better) than are men (47% getting worse, 18% getting better).  
– Among Democrats, 70% say the US environment is getting worse and just 6% say 

it is getting better.  Among Republicans, 33% say it is getting worse, but just 25% 
say it is getting better.  A majority of Independents say the environment is getting 
worse, and just 15% say it is getting better.  

– 63% of residents in urban areas, 50% of suburbanites and 47% of rural Americans 
say the US environment is getting worse.

– 61% of SUV owners want the federal government to do more for the 

environment.

global warming (48% very serious problem), air pollution (53% very serious 
problem) or contamination of soil and water (56% very serious problem). 

– Democrats (70%), Republicans (68%) and Independents (66%) all agree, this is a 
very serious problem.

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Sources for information:  So many, Americans don’t know who to believe. 
 

?? There is a lot of confusion out there about the environment, and this survey shows 
that Americans are not exactly sure about which information they should believe and 
who they should trust. 
– A majority (53%) of Americans says that “there is so much information and 

disagreement in the media that I don’t know who to believe about what is best for 
the environment.”   

– Just 42% of Americans say “I have enough information to have a good idea about 
what is best for the environment.”

?? Two-thirds of Americans (67%) say they generally get news and information about 

the environment from television news programs.   
– 50% say they get it from the newspaper, while 28% of Americans get 

environment news and information from the Internet. 
 

?? Democrats in Congress are far more trusted than Republicans in Congress, 57% to 
45%.  (The Democratic number is unchanged from 2004.  The Republican number is 
down from 49% in 2004.) 

 
?? The most trusted sources of information about environmental issues are scientists at 

major universities.  38% of Americans say they trust them ‘a lot.’   
 

?? Of Americans who know who Jon Stewart is, 59% say they trust him at least a little 
as a source for information about environmental issues.  Of Americans who know 
who Bill O’Reilly is, 45% say they trust him at least a little.

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Americans are interested in higher-mileage cars, though one in four Americans say 
they would ‘never’ buy a hybrid. 
 
?? 23% of Americans say they would ‘never’ buy a hybrid car.   

– Two-thirds (66%) of Americans say they would consider buying a hybrid 
(including 3% who say they already have). 

– But just 6% say they would never buy a car that gets 35 miles or more to the 
gallon.   

– There are real differences between the differing levels of education.  Among those 
with a high school education or less, fully 38% say they would never buy a 
hybrid.  Among college grads, just 13% say they wouldn’t buy one. 

– Among the least likely to consider buying a hybrid:  Americans with children at 
home – 31% say they would never buy a hybrid, compared to just 16% of those 
with no children.   

– In the West, fully 81% say they would consider buying a hybrid, while just 11% 
say they would never buy one. 

 
?? 43% of Americans say they would never buy an S.U.V.   

– 42% say they have bought or would consider buying an S.U.V.   
 
Americans support new hydrogen fuel cell technology – despite their low awareness 
of the technology. 
 
?? Just 8% of Americans claim to be ‘very familiar with “hydrogen fuel cell” 

technology.  38% say they are at least somewhat familiar with it, while 61% say they 
are not very or not at all familiar. 
– Men, ha-ha, are more than twice as likely as women (53% to 25%) to say they are 

familiar with hydrogen fuel cells.   
– 71% of blog readers are familiar with hydrogen fuel cells, compared to just 30% 

of those who have never read a blog.  
– Just 52% of self-described environmentalists are at least somewhat familiar with 

hydrogen fuel cell technology. 
– Awarness of hydrogen fuel cell technology is highest in the West (43% familiar) 

and Mountain region (44%). 
 
?? Despite their low awareness of the technology, 71% of Americans think it is a good 

idea to promote the use of hydrogen fuel cell technology.

The survey was conducted on behalf of the Yale School of Forestry and Environmental 

Studies by Global Strategy Group from May 15-22, 2005.   

 

?? The survey was conducted using professional phone interviewers.   

?? The nationwide sample was drawn from a random digit dial (RDD) process.   

?? Respondents were screened on the basis of age, i.e., to be over the age of 18.   

?? The survey has an overall margin of error of ±3.1% at the 95% confidence level.  

That is, if the same survey were conducted among similar respondents, the results 

would fall within the range of ±3.1% in 19 out of 20 cases. 

?? Interview quotas were set by region based on 2000 Census data, and are defined 

as follows:
